At hi
discretion, the Zoning Official may waive this
requirement in whole or in part to allow the
processing of permit applications at various
other levels of government to proceed
coincidentally with Site Plan Review. This
permission must be obtained imgviritm the
Zoning Official and shall not prejudice the City's
decisions in any way with regard to the
standards of acceptance of the Site Plan
Review.
